STUDENT SHOP RELEASE AGREEMENT

I (print name),______________________________, acknowledge that I have been made aware that use of woodworking and metalworking tools may involve personal risk. Toxic paints, chemicals, and material dusts can be health threatening. Hand tools and power machinery, can be potentially dangerous and can cause injuries, minor or severe, such as: burns, abrasions, bruises, punctures, cuts, dismemberment, arterial bleeding, loss of sight, broken bones or even death.

Because of these potential hazards, I agree not to use any tools provided by Georgia Tech, until I have received instruction on their use, and understand their operation and safety requirements.

I realize that it is my responsibility in the AWPL workshop environment to:

A) Seek instruction before using equipment. Trainees must have safety training, equipment operations instruction and permission to use machine centers at AWPL

B) Use safety equipment provided for eye and hearing protection and material handling during operation of equipment

C) Observe and adhere to LOCK-OUT TAG-OUT signage and devices

D) Wear suitable clothing; closed-toed shoes are mandatory 

E) Check on toxicity and safety of work materials prior to using equipment
F) Provide my own supplies and materials (if not provided)

G) Behave safely; consider co-workers

H) Clean up after myself, including replacing tools in storage area, sweep up and clean work area

I) Report any incident or injury, malfunction of tools or power equipment, missing safety features and or machine guards to the shop supervisor for appropriate action

J) Refrain from making repairs or adjustments of a mechanical nature to machines.  Only the shop manager or authorized service personnel may make repairs or adjustments.
I note that as a pre-requisite to using AWPL, I must complete the basic safety training provided by the College of Architecture in the COA shop.  In signing this release, I acknowledge that I have successfully completed this safety training.  I also acknowledge that I will adhere to the rules and policies outlined above.  
Note that students who use AWPL facilities in a manner contrary to these guidelines will be placed on warning.  Continued use of AWPL in an unsafe manner will result in said students being denied the use of AWPL.
